He
says. After spending nine months with both of them having
to study four hours a day, seven days a week and once a
month going in to the state olce to take a 100 question
test, Brother Tewell received his ordination on March 6,
2000 from Bishop Tim Hill our state overseer at the time.
"This was one of the greatest moments of my life." He says.

Sister Tewell joyfully serves as a greeter. She has helped
out with the directories and the cookbook. Brother Tewell
and Sister Tewell together have been visiting the nursing
homes for 36 years. Brother Tewell is President of our
Seniors Ministry and works with our seniors, arranging and
going on various trips. He has been teaching a Sunday
School class for many years and worked in the Jail Ministry.
These two have done their best to serve God and the
church.

Sister Tewell says, "The greatest thing for me is that
God could change me from a heart of stone to a heart of

| would like to introduce to
everyone a new couple and a
new ministry in our church.
Brian and Amelia Little
starting the Esperanza
Hispanic Ministry.
In talking with these wonderful
people | listened to a testimony
that blew my socks o". One
that truly shows what God can
do. Both of these wonderful
people have seen the worse of what life can bring with God's
help always showing up at just the right time.

Amelia was born into poverty on a small ranch in
Estapilla, Mexico #see the maps$. Forty miles to
the north of her home is Mexico's most
active volcano, Colima volcano. This house
at the ranch, owned by her parents, hada

and caring for a lost man," Amelia says. "There is way too
many things that God has done for me to write in this
article, but | would love to share these miracles with anyone
that would like to hear."

Brian move to California as a child. His
father worked as a Carpenter but was

was the prst to get saved and these same

missionaries helped the people set up a Children's Ministry
where Amelia started to receive the Word of God. When
she was about 15 she moved to California to try to bnd a
better life. Her older sister had moved there earlier and she
lived with her getting her pbrst job at Shakey's Pizza.

A little later on, she met Brian, they got married and
moved into their brst apartment. While there, she met
some women from a local Pentecostal church who invited
her to come. There in 1990 she dedicated her life to the
Lord.

After she started going, she and Brian started having
marital problems and were almost divorced. "God stepped
in and saved my marriage, changed my husband and just
plled me with love for Him and for my husband," She says.

Amelia says, "We have been through a lot
Pnancially, spiritually, and emotionally but
God was always with us, delivering us out of
each and every situation. My father was an
alcoholic, but my mother never gave up on
him. For twenty years she prayed and one
day when he was working in Idaho as a
migrant worker some people invited him to
church. Although he couldn't speak any
English he went anyway and the Holy Spirit
worked in him and the people just loved on
him and God delivered him from the prison
of Alcoholism." "There is no language barrier with God's

heavily involved with drugs and alcohol. "He
was very abusive, both physically and mentally and | was
terribed of him," Brian says. They moved around quite a bit
causing Brian to change schools many times. This resulted
in him falling behind and he ended up being held back in the
third grade. His mother divorced Brian's dad #although she
ended up remarrying him$ for being unfaithful and he was
eventually arrested on drug related charges. Brian says, "I
was happy when he went to prison, because | was so terribed
of him."

This destroyed his mother emotionally and she went o"
the deep end, working in bars, doing drugs and constantly
coming and going. His mother ended up divorcing his dad
for the second time and they went on welfare. This led to a
long period of poverty for Brian. His uncle would try to
help but he was an alcoholic and addicted to pornography.
When he was drunk he would get violent,

throwing and breaking things and cussing
badly. He would also bring prostitutes
home. When Brian was about 13, his father
got out of prison and wanted him to come
and live with him. He even threatened him,
saying, "If you know what's good for you,
you will do it." Well, that scared Brian and
he told his mother about it who then called
the police. His father, feeling betrayed, left
and this started a lifelong ri".

"Money was very tight and we lived at the poverty line
and below, so we could barely a"ord the basics, even though
my grandmother would try to help" he says. "This hurt a lot
when | would see other parents supporting their kids at
games and buying them things." He says. "But my parents
were never there." Despite all this Brian stayed in school.

"I never did drugs or alcohol because | saw what it did to my
mom and dad and uncle and | hated it."

His poverty forced him into getting a job at the age of
14. This was underage and he could not get a work permit,
so when they would ask for it he would make an excuse like
"l forgot and will bring it in tomorrow" or something like
that. Finally, on his brst job at a grocery store they told him
to "bring it in or don't come back to work." Well, he would
just get another job somewhere else until the same thing
happened there. He kept doing this until he turned 16 and
could get a work permit. "I Pnally landed a good job and
was very independent. | had no parental inBuence in my life
except my grandmother," He says. Brian did stay in school
and he got involved in sports, especially Water Polo.

His mother would keep appearing and disappearing,
always persuading him to come and live with her. One time
when she left he stayed with friends. "These people really
took care of me and loved me," he says. "They would come
to my games, buy me uniforms and school clothes, it was
wonderful. They would hold me accountable, make me do
my homework, it was a very loving atmosphere."

Then along came his mother again, threatening these
friends with a lawsuit and uprooting him from this loving
place. "Back into the chaos again," he says. Brian continued
to stay in school and even made good grades, but, "l had no
one to hold me accountable, so | didn't follow through on
things," He said.

Through all this, "God kept me from drugs, even at
parties with friends snorting cocaine, | had no desire to
participate," he says.

In Brian's junior and senior year he started attending the
Naval ROTC program, even going to summer boot camp in
his junior year. He bgured, "I can get away from my family
and start a new life." He really wanted to go into the navy,
but in his senior year he started to miss a lot of school, brst
skipping one period then another, going to the beach and no
one to hold him accountable. At the time a Marine recruiter
got to him and he found that he did not have enough credits
to graduate. His only option was to go into the Marine
Corps and take his GED, which is what he did.

In the mean time, he had met and fallen in love with a
girl that he thought he would marry. While in Marine boot
camp, he found out that his best friend had been dating her
and he says, "It was stupid, but | had no discipline and
couldn' let this go." He had an opportunity to get out of
the Marines and took it, all because of this girl. "If she
didn't want me then she wouldn't stay," he says, "but |
couldn't let it go." This girl ended up dumping him and his
dreams of starting a new and better life in the military went
up in smoke.

He went to work at McDonald's as a manager for a
while until his cousin Maria invited him to live with her in
Portland, Oregon. He went and stayed with her for a while
until one day he caught her making out with another
woman. "l told her that was wrong," he says. Well, she
kicked him out, and now, in Portland, he is totally homeless.
Well, God stepped in again in the form of a friend he
worked with. He invited Brian to live with him and he
helped him. Brian even started going to college to be a hotel
restaurant manager hoping to get a job on a cruise ship, until
one day his mom called from California. She kept telling
him she was sorry and had changed and she wanted him to
come back, really appealing to Brian's emotions.

He gave in and moved back to California only to bnd
that she hadn't changed, that she just wanted him to help
support her. Back into the chaos again. "This got me very
angry and | started hating my mom for what she had done
to me," he says.

God had other plans. Brian got a job with an aerospace
company just to pay for college and support himself and this
job really took 0". He advanced through the company very
quickly, eventually ending up with a top paying job and he
quit college.

He says, "One day | noticed a bPne Hispanic girl
sneaking in to give lunch to another girl who worked in my
department who was her sister." "l asked the inspector who
this girl was and he hooked us up together." "The restis
now history. | didn't know Spanish and she didn't know
English but we communicated anyway." "I can still
remember running up and down the coast on my motorcycle
with her hanging onto the back. | would point at me and
then at her and then at my lips and she knew that meant |
wanted to kiss her," he says. They were married August 24,
1990.

"l was a very selbsh and undisciplined person and this
seriously e"ected my marriage," he says, "l wanted a divorce
and hired a lawyer to do it, even though my wife did not
want it."

God had other plans.

One day out of the blue an old friend showed up after
three years. He came over at lunchtime and Brian was very
happy to see him. This friend invited him to come to a
Martial Arts demonstration.

This interested Brian very much. He relates, "l was
raised in a very rough neighborhood where whites were a
minority and prejudice was rampant with me on the
receiving end." "There were Vietnamese, Chicano and Black
gangs there and bghts were normal. | did a lot of running
and had to learn to defend myself." This got Brian into the
Martial Arts and self defense.

Well, he went to this demonstration and afterward
these people, who were Christians, started to testify about
how God had delivered them. How they had cheated on
their wives, been corrupt business men. "They just opened
up their hearts and told what God had done for them," he
says. "This big, huge guy came up to me, a complete
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Esperanza

stranger and told me, ‘God told me to tell you, don't do
what you are going to do.'

"l just broke down," Brain says. He went home a
changed man, confessing to his wife and asking her
forgiveness. God had healed his marriage.

Brian can remember when his church in Ohio needed
money, he didn't have any money but did have an older
second car. So to help the church he gave the car to the
church so they could sell it. Later on, when he moved to
Franklin, it was Thanksgiving and they were broke, they had
no food and no presents for the kids. The doorbell rang and
there were church people with a van full of furniture for the
house, food for the table and presents for the kids. You
can't out give God!

When they moved to Ohio they started an Hispanic
Ministry. "We had a real passion to reach out to Hispanic
people in Ohio. They seemed so lonely and out of place and
we wanted to help them," he says. This started a ministry
at Clearcreek Christian Assembly in Springboro with a
group of 10%12 people. Brian was quite involved there with
this ministry and even became a Deacon. Brian's great
vision is two cultures, one church. Unfortunately the well
meaning Pastor of the Hispanic ministry at Clearcreek
wanted the Hispanic church to become independent. Brian
felt God wanted something better.

Maria Rodriguez had come to Clearcreek many times
and one day she asked Brian if he could translate her son's
wedding for the pastor of another church. The pastor was
Ray and the church was Stratford Heights. "l would not
normally do this," he says, "l was afraid | would say
something wrong and ruin the wedding. | thought it was
crazy." God had other plans. "There was an undeniable
pull on my life at the time, so | found myself agreeing to it,"
he says. Maria asked him to come to one of the evening
services so they could go to dinner afterwards and talk to
Pastor Ray about the wedding. He says, "l was blown away
by the love that came from the Praise and Worship team and
Garry. Tears pouring down Garry's face as he give all that he
has to lead us in worship. People coming down to the altar,
crying and giving their hearts to God. The choir coming
down to pray for these people. Pastor Ray's heartfelt
message just cut right through me. | have never felt in my
life the love for God and each other as | felt that night at
Stratford Heights. | was changed, | learned that night that
it is about a bre that burns in your heart, a love so strong for
God that you can't do anything or say anything except cry."

"l went back to Clearcreek and told them that we need
to lead people into a love relationship with God, we needed
to teach others how to love God beyond measure."

Brian explained to his church that God was leading
them into a calling and after going to a few more services
they felt God telling them that Stratford Heights is where
he wanted them to pursue his vision for the Hispanic
Ministry.

Brian feels that individual churches are to possessive of
their Hispanic ministry and are afraid to go beyond their

own church walls. He wants to break down those barriers
and get all the Hispanics together, it's about the people and
helping them bnd their salvation.

His personal goals are:

1. To support the church and to help complete the
mission God has given Pastor Ray.

2. To break down the barriers between the churches
that is impeding God's work.

Brian has noticed that there is not much interaction
between the Hispanics and the Americans. That the
Hispanics are uncomfortable around Americans and miss
their culture. This causes them to not want to come to
American churches and souls are lost. Brian wants to break
down those barriers and has already started by bringing
many Hispanics to our evening services. Brian needs our
help. "Love on these people,” he says, "Talk to them with
the language of love, you don't have to know Spanish.”
"Let's break down these cultural barriers." "We should be
one church no matter what culture we come from."

He has started right know with a small group meeting
on Fridays with about 6%12 people attending. He is working
with Pastor Ray and Brad to start a Sunday afternoon
Hispanic service at the church from 2 to 4 pm. He says,
"We serve from 2 to 4 pm but want these people to come
back for the other services."

We don't want to be the 'stuck up church on the hill’
but a church that opens its arms to all, just like Jesus does.
That it why this is a vital ministry, because these are souls
that need to be saved and lives that need to be delivered and
people that just need to be loved. | personally welcome
them and this ministry here.

A personal note:

Unfortunately, because of space limitations, | have had
to edit out quite a bit but | hope | have communicated the
essence of what this wonderful couple has been through and
how God has prepared them for the work he has for them.
How God has always showed up on time and how much
Brian and Amelia have seen his miracle working hand in
their lives.
